RECOMMENDED CAMPAIGN LAY-OUT

FOR CAMPAIGN LOGS TO BE POSTED ON THE FOS SITE

(www.FraternityOfShadows.com)

Some general notes: 

· Your campaign has to be set in the Ravenloft setting to be posted in our site (of course, it can start elsewhere or have a "weekend in Heaven" session ;), but it should be mostly or all in Ravenloft).

· Be very careful with mature topics (sex, violence, gore). In these cases, be subtle - saying less often say more. We will refuse campaign logs (or parts) we find to be unacceptable for a site where everybody can read your campaign

· Be careful with spelling, grammar, etc ! We will not correct texts, but we will refuse texts with too many mistakes.

This document contains two templates for your campaign logs: the Campaign Background templates and the Campaign Journal templates.

Please use them, and you will see your campaign posted quickly !
Campaign Background template: 

Name of the campaign as you want it displayed on the site. Ex: "(your name) campaign" or whatever.

General notes 

Such as background of the campaign, campaign synopsis, type of campaign, and other notes of interest for the reader, like major changes from the canon setting in your campaign. 

PC description (option)

Don't send us PC stat sheet, please ! But provide instead a short description (name, class, starting level, important abilities) and more importantly, their background.

Campaign journal template (repeat the template for each session or adventure): 

Name of session, or name of the adventure: 

· If you have a starting date, put it in the title, ex: "Night of the Raven (May 13th, 755)"

· If your scenario is based on an official Ravenloft adventure, or accessory, you should put it in the title too, ex: "Night of the Raven (May 13th, 755) (based on The Evil Eye)"

Starting domain: 

Story: 

· Tell the story !

· To make it more interesting for the reader, when you use a monster or a lesser known NPC, put between parenthesis the main source, as in the next wicked example: "Then they saw the Strahd skeleton (Gazetteer 1) led by Ratik Ubel (VRGttWD) and the Burning Man (a Carnival NPC found on the Mordent Cartographical society) …"

DM's note option (put them in italics if you scatter them through the text, with “DM’s note” as the first thing of the section): For whatever important notes on the campaign's continuity, unknown to the players at the time of the session; important home made NPCs description (no stat sheet, please), etc.
